1. Title : CAPART Watershed 

               Guidelines 

(Duration–34 Min.,Language – English )

CAPART Watershed Guidelines describes about how watershed development has the answer to addressing rural poverty and enhance food productivity. (The information about National significance of watershed, track record of large irrigation projects, River valley projects are also depicted in this film.) 

2. Title :Jhilimiliki Khahani 

(Duration–22 Min.,Language – English )

Jhilimili ki kahani depicts about women empowerment through generating different income earning activities. The plight of deserted, destitute women of Jhilimili has changed. The life of migration of peasant women has been checked . 

3. Title :Women of Rangabelia 

(Duration–23 Min.,Language – English) 

This documentary depicts about the empowerment of rural women with useful skills like tailoring, weaving and farming in Rangabelia village in Bankura district, West Bengal 

4. Title :Drop by Drop 

(Duration–14 Min.,Language – English )

This documentary describes about the micro irrigation techniques (drip irrigation system) which has worked in Kerala specialy for coconut plantation. 

5. Title :  Aaj Bhi Karey Hain

6. Title :Mitraniketan

Mitraniketan the organization works for the village development in Vellonad village of Kerala by using the indigenous knowledge of 

the people with available rural resources. It facilitates how the villagers will make paper 

plates, smoke less Chulla and roof with coconut leaves and Biogas . 

7. Title :Tapping Intelligence : 

     Changing Destinies 

(Duration–26 Min.,Language – English )

The documentary describes about the introduction as well as implementation of non-formal education for dropouts in the village Pabal, Maharastra by using rural technology. The non-formal course includes artificial insemination , poultry, maintenance and management of tubewells, fabrication etc.. 

8. Title : Lamba Safar 

(Duration–27 Min.,Language – English )

Lamba safar focuses on economic empowerment of women folk of Jargaoan district in Maharastra under three projects of DWCRA. The women of these villages earn their livelihood through tailoring, wool knitting, construction of sanitary toilets, using modern technology. 

9. Title : Chetana Ki Jyoti 

(Duration–20 Min. Language – Chhatisgarhi )

Chetana Ki Jyoti focuses on the formation of Mahila Mandal in Pithoda, Chhatisgarh. The women were able to set up a tube well in their village to meet water scarcity. 

10. Title : Manushya, Prakriti 

      Aur Vikas  
(Duration–32 Min.,Language – Hindi) 

Nature has impact on man and vice –versa. The villagers of Uttar Kashi , situated at the foot hills of the Himalayas recovered from 1991’s earthquake with their own effort and with the help of the voluntary organizations working there. They have constructed the community centre, generated income through different activities like tailoring, knitting, plantation, addressed water scarcity in the villages.

11. Title : Ashoka Sansthan 

(Duration–20 Min.,Language – English )

Ashok Sansthan works in the village Kundeswar of Gazipur district in East U.P,. . Its effort to develop the cottage industry of the village by facilitating, providing various trainings like  preparation of Nadep Compost, Mushroom cultivation to the villagers of Kundeswar. 

12. Title : Island of Hope

            – Health Reaches All 

(Duration–26 Min.,Language – Hindi)

Island of Hope describes about the success story of CAPART and Tagore Society in Rangabelia project in the field of Health care. It focuses on awareness on taking safe drinking water, Polio vaccines, Child birth and maternal care and nutrition. 

13. Title : Gandhi Gram 

(Duration–16 Min.,Language – Hindi)

Gandhigram Trust works in Gandhigram village of Anna district of Tamilnadu. The documentary focuses how the villagers were able to construct low cost houses, addressed poverty eradication through income generating activities like preparation of insense stick etc. by the most vulnerable groups in the village 

14. Title : Disability &

The film describe about medical intervention for disabled persons in general . 

15. Title :Hamara Sangathan 

(Duration–28Min.Language– Chhatisgarhi)
Hamara Sangathan reflects the success story of women community of the village Pithoda in Chhatisgarh in aquiring land settlement patta . Became success even in farming . The Mahila Sangathan Samiti was successful in campaign movement for tribal land right.

16. Title : Dhoodha Toli 

(Duration–31 Min.,Language – Hindi)

It depicts about how the uneducated women became self-reliant and able to protect environment , forest and other natural resources. 

17. Title : A Small Beginning 

(Duration–31 Min.,Language – English) 

How the people of Gudupatti village of Tamil Nadu raised the issue of bonded labour and with the help of local voluntary organization and support from CAPART they are able to be successful to protest against bonded labour has shown in this film.

22 . Title :Vigyan Ashram,

23 . Title : Vikas Bharti 

(Duration -12 Min., Language – English) 

“Vikas Bharti” describes about the technology transfer (morden organized technology) to the backward, very poor blacksmith community at Bishnupur village in Jharkhand. 

24. Title : Gramodaya Bhadravati 

(Duration- 11 Min. , Language – Hindi )

“Gramodaya Bhadrabhati” says about the technology transfer (glazing technique) to the pottery community in Bhadrabati village in Chandrapur district of east Maharastra.

focuses on the implication of rural technology for rural development .

28. Title : Rural Artisans 

(Duration – 12 Min., Language – Hindi) 

A film on Rural Artisan focuses on need of sanitation in the village. 

29. Title :Meghdoot Ka Sandesh 

                      ( Rajasthan) 

(Duration – 29 Min., Language – Hindi )

The documentary film “Meghdut ka Sandesh”  describes about how the recovery of wells and ponds, construction of small checkdams enable the people of the villages of Alwar district in Rajasthan and sort out water scarcity . 

30. Title : Meghdoot Ka

“Meghdoot ka Sandesh” focuses on recharging technique for preservation of rain water in traditionally wood made tank and small check dams.

32. Title : The Disinheritance of     Women (Aouratein va Sampatti Adhikar)

The Disinheritance of Women reflects how the Hindu sucession Act, Inheritance of property right of women is a confusing state of affairs. It narrates about the helplessness of women in inheritance of property either of their parent’s or husband’s .
