INFORMATION AND RURAL DEVELOPMENT
Till recently, there have been a spurt in the ‘right to information’ movement by some social organizations and prominent leaders in India and some other countries. Some organizations have also been conducting regular meetings, discussions, interface workshops, press meets and staging demonstrations. It is true that the people are not able to collect all information since some information having high sensitivity is kept confidential by the government under specific rules and Acts to this effect.
However, the question is, won’t it be easier for those multi-national companies or vested interest groups to exploit us and our country by simply misutilizing information if they are made public by the government? Therefore, it is high time for the citizens and think-tanks of our country to have a second thought to ascertain the motives of these multi-national companies and overseas funding agencies who do not hesitate in lavishly pumping in so much money to patronize the movements on right to information.
Though it is true that our knowledge is enriched by rightful information, however, at times some misleading information also results in the enhancement of our ignorance!
Instances of misleading people by furnishing lopsided information are galore.
In our country and other countries also, these unethical practices are rife.
In some places there has been communal distrust in the name of religion while in other places there are political unrest that have been deliberately orchestrated by a group of political leaders for the sake of their own interest. The people are thoroughly misled due to a set of well thought-out and fabricated information provided by these vested interest groups.
Judging the above trend, it is now felt that some leaders and groups are out to mislead people under the pretext of movement on right to information.
Several programmes have been formulated by the government for the development of rural sectors. Besides, several resource-based programmes have been shared and developed at the non-government level in this regard.
Despite this, it is quite disappointing to note that despite all back-up efforts in terms of providing necessary infrastructure training skills through information technology to expedite the process of development in rural sector, these programmes fail to kick off either due to lack of proper implementation of programme proposals in true letter and spirit or due to improper dissemination of information that in turn must be thoroughly understood and comprehended by the programme supervisors whose role in these welfare programmes are crucial and binding in making them successful.
Basically, there should be proper mechanisms for smooth transfer and share of information by the people, who after thoroughly understanding its concept, would thereafter try to extract more mileage from the project for the wellbeing and betterment of their community.
Therefore, efforts should be made to properly utilize those information and facts that we have right now and or we are going to have sooner or later.
After then it would be prudent to deliberate on right to more information.
It would be a gross mistake on our part to remain in a state of misconception that framing of Acts and rules would solve the problems of the society.
Had this been true, then our country would have become one of the most developed nations in the world.
While India stands tall among the rest of the countries in terms of framing rules and regulations, a country like England does not have a written constitution.
But there has been no major problems relating to human rights in that country.
This subtle difference we have to bear in mind when we talk about human rights in our country.
Hence the need of the hour is to properly furnish our own acquired knowledge, technical expertise and provide all the available information to the people and ensure their proper implementation for sustainable rural development.
If we succeed in our effort, then we would be justified to raise our voice for more rights.

Mahila Mandal’s success

In a novel effort, women from the tribal majority village of Urlanga in Artal Gram Panchayat in Bhawanipatna have formed a savings and loan group known as Maa Bastaren Mahila Mandal. 
These Mahila Mandal members after incurring a loan of Rs 2500 from the Kalahandi Anchalika Gramya Bank (KAGB)’s Borda branch, have reared 40,000 fingerlings at Mahabandha and Pakhanmunda by taking these two ponds of their village on lease. Besides fisheries, these women have also managed a decent earning by selling Dhengua Badun (broom) and Kendu leaves. 
Till date, they have repaid Rs 800 of the total loan amount and are confident of repaying the rest by selling the fish.

Villagers take care of drought, bonded labour problems

The village of Banabasupada in Vaisadarha Gram Panchayat of Jharabandha block has a population of 274 belonging to 60 families of which 30 are farmers and the rest are labourers. 
The village has a total land of 449 acres of which most are barren while some are located in hilly areas. 
Since drought has become a common occurrence, people of this village manage to earn their livelihood by depending on the collection and sale of chara, mahula and kendu leaves for 2/3months. For rest of the months they migrate to neighbouring states as bonded labourers. 
Instances of migration for families, to other states to work in brick kilns due to the devastating flood of 2003, that completely destroyed their crops, are on record.
However, with the introduction of micro-planning, the village has undergone a drastic change. 
The villagers had ploughed their land in advance following an early rainfall in April, 2004. 
Later in June the same year, they had sown short-duration monsoon crop. 
After reaping paddy from the land, the villagers had grown tomato seeds. 
About 40 families of the village have profited from the non-irrigation cultivation (also called as nipania in local parlance.) 
At present, the daily production of tomato from a total 15 acres of land has gone up to 10 quintals. 
With this, the villagers have resorted to the traditional farming methods.
The Jharabandha block has witnessed a semi-drought-like situation due to scanty rainfall of only 881 mm from June to October last year.
Agriculture has been badly affected in this block due to excess application of non-organic manures and cultivation of high-yielding paddy.
However, people of Banabasupada village have been able to raise two crops from the same field by applying organic manures. 
The concerted effort of the villagers has instilled a new hope among them that they need not have to move out of their village further in search of earning their livelihood.

Kerpai GP marches ahead

The Kerpai Gram Panchayat in Thuamul-Rampur block of Kalahandi district is known as the poorest Gram Panchayat of our country. 
However, in an effort to remove the stigma attached to the village, Sahabhagi Vikash Abhiyan (SVA) has been providing necessary technical assistance, training and faciliting study tours to the people of nine villages of the panchayat. 
Though there is a provision for one sub-centre for the panchayat comprising 32 villages with a population of 3500, hardly any health workers has preferred to stay there due to poor communication network to this inaccessible panchayat. 
To overcome this perennial problem of the panchayat, SVA has imparted training on first-aid to 18 voluntary workers who are taking care of the community.

This has led the tribals to use these medicines frequently and simultaneously their age-old misconception on practicing voodoo to treat diseases is gradually weaning away.
The outcome of the training has started giving positive results. 
To begin with, the women of these nine villages have become self-sufficient. 
They have formed 31 savings groups of which 21 tribal groups have received financial assistance to the tune of Rs 5000 each from the Integrated Tribal Development Agency (ITDA) while 14 saving groups have been provided a loan assistance of Rs 25,000 each by the Kalahandi Anchalika Gramya Bank (KAGB)’s Gunupur branch. 
As a result, the women have started their business on kandula, brooms and several forest produced items. 
Besides, 25 women have been successfully trained by the National Bank for Agriculture and Rural Development (NABARD) on the processing of kandula dali. During their study tour to SVA’s Bilenjore’s office, the women had a first-hand knowledge of vegetable production through organic farming. 
This apart, onion cultivation taken up by the women of Balipadar village drew much attention of the Kerpai women who were supplied with required seeds and technical assistance by the SVA. 
With this help, the Kerpai villagers have been profited by taking up vegetable cultivation in their villages.

Training camp on food conservation, processing

A two-day training camp on food conservation and processing was organized by Sahabhagi Vikash Abhiyan (SVA) in association with the horticulture department at SVA’s Titlagarh office premises on January 17 and 18, 2005. 
Over 30 men and women self-help group (SHG) members from five blocks in Balangir district participated at the training camp. 
At the camp, technical assistant, department of horticulture Naba Kishore Khandayatray gave a detailed procedure on conservation and processing several fruits and vegetables. Demonstrating practical methods on preparation of various types of jam, jelly, pickles, squash and sauce, he apprised the SHG members of the quantity of these prepared items that would profit them. 
Besides, discussions on availability of various loans at the government level also figured at the training camp.

Forest dwellers stage massive dharna

Demanding immediate passing of the bill on according forest rights and its enactment, about 10,000 tribals and forest dwellers of 79 tribal-majority districts of 10 states had staged a fortnight-long demonstrations in front of the Parliament in New Delhi starting March 7, 2005. 
There was an intermittent flow of tribals and forest dwellers from Orissa, Andhra Pradesh, Chhattisgarh, Gujarat, Jharkhand, Madhya Pradesh, Maharashtra, Rajasthan, Tamil Nadu, Uttaranchal and Dadra and Nagar Haveli who took part while displaying banners and placards of their respective states at the demonstrations that continued till March 21.
Everyday, more than 500 tribals from three states had a rotational 12-hour sit-in dharna where they aired their demands after discussing about their problems relating to land and forest issues. 
Several eminent personalities and Members of Parliament (MPs) graced the dharna and assured the agitators of taking up their issues to the Parliament in support of the bill. Prominent among them were, renowned Gandhian leader Smt Nirmala Deshpande, farmers’ leader Mahendra Singh Tikayat, pioneer of Narmada Bachao Andolan Medha Patekar, Bandhua Mukti Morcha leader Swami Agnibesh, Baba Ade, Smt Amarjeet Kaur Suniti Chopra and Dr B D Sharma of Bharat Gana Andolan. 
Besides, the MPs who were also present at the dharna were, convener of National Democratic Alliance (NDA) George Fernandez, leader of the CPM parliamentary affairs Basudev Acharya, Dilip Singh Bhuria, M D Mistry, Biju Janata Dal (BJD) leader Brajakishore Tripathy and Babu Rao. 
This apart, more than 50 MPs from various parties including Congress, BJP, BJD, CPM, Rashtriya Samajwadi Party (RSP), Republican Party of India (RPI), Samajwadi Party (SP), Janata Dal (United) and TRS from almost all tribal-dominated states had also participated at the dharna.
Demonstrations in Orissa

Similar demonstrations were staged in front of the Orissa Legislative Assembly in Bhubaneswar on behalf of the NCSD where the tribals had staged a three-day dharna from March 6 to 8, 2005, demanding approval of the Forest Rights Act-2005 in the State Assembly. 
Their other demands included stopping displacement from their native land and livelihood  to stop the high-handed attitude of the forest officials; providing homestead land pattas to the forest dwellers; according revenue village status to old forest villages and identification of tribals and forest dwellers in line with Maharashtra. 
Nearly 500 tribals from 16 tribal-dominated districts took part in the demonstrations. 
The agitators, after taking out a rally from the city railway station at Master Canteen Square, later converged at the PMG Square. 
This was followed by submission of memorandum by a delegation of NCSD at the offices of the chief minister and governor.
The demonstrations were led by Mangaraj Panda, senior advocate of the Orissa High Court ,Naresh Jena, Bijaya Sahoo, Ambarisha Mishra and Dusmanta Barik.

State-level agro exhibition

A three-day state-level agro exhibition was held at Bilenjore in Komana block in Nuapada district to mark the International Year of Rice-2004. 
The exhibition was organized by Sahabhagi Vikash Abhiyan (SVA), the Paschima Odisha Krusijivi Sangha and their associate member organizations. 
The special feature of this exhibition was that for the first time it was organized by an NGO. 
The exhibition was kicked off on the first Thursday (Prathama Gurubara) of Ashwina (Oriya calendar month) since rice in this locality is represented as Goddess Laxmi. 
The farmers’ representatives from all the 30 districts wished good luck by lighting earthen candles near the idol of Goddess Laxmi.

A host of eminent agro scientists, experienced farmers and leaders of several farmers’ organizations and social workers took part at the discussion.

Some of these items included Sambalpuri handlooms, books and magazines, agriculture machinery and tools that were kept for display and sale. 
At the exhibition, enterprising women and men farmers were felicitated with citations and presentations in recognition of their remarkable contribution in the development of rural agriculture. 
Former MLA of Khadial and renowned social worker Kapila Narayan Tiwari graced the exhibition as the chief guest. 
Speaking on the occasion, SVA president Jagadish Pradhan gave a brief account on the aims and objectives of the exhibition. 
This was followed by a series of cultural programmes. Among others, former agriculture minister Rasabihari Behera, former MLA Birendra Kumar Sahu, Bhanu Prakash Joshi, social worker Prasanna Padhi, Samuel Jani and Manohar Gahira were present at the concluding session of the exhibition.

News in Brief

Crop output disappointing in Orissa

While 85 percent of the population in Orissa are directly dependant on agriculture and despite a lion’s share of the state’s total internal produce coming from agriculture sector, the state still languishes in acute poverty due to lack of processing facility. 

Going by the statistics, while the annual turnover of paddy stood at about 52 lakh MT in 1999-2000, it went up appreciably to 72 lakh MT in 2001-02. 
However, there was a sharp decline in production to the tune of only 32 lakh MT in 2002-03 due to onset of natural calamity. 
However, it again picked up in the next year with an annual turnover of 67 lakh MT. Similarly, in cereal production, the state had witnessed an annual turnover of 2.5 lakh MT in 1999-2000. 
However, there has not been a marked increase in the turnover. It is to be noted here that the state is not able to produce even one-tenth of cereals of the total demand. 
As regards annual oil-seeds production in the state, it stood at 1.64 lakh MT in 1999-2000. 
However, there has been a gradual decline in oil-seeds production to only 1.59 lakh MT in 2002-03. (The Samaj)

State to have new agriculture policy in April

The Orissa government would formulate a new agriculture policy in April 2005. 
Under the new policy, provisions are there to provide 25 percent subsidy to the farmers if they have their own farm of over 10 acres of land. 
However, agriculture minister Surendranath Nayak has expressed deep resentment over the meager budgetary allocation of only one percent for the agriculture department. 
The minister has urged the state government to make necessary provisions for allocating 5 percent of the total budget allocation for the agriculture department. 
Referring to the failure of the Pani Panchayat, Nayak said that those who were working as contractors, are now become the presidents of the Pani Panchayats. 
He said that since the Centre has already formulated a new agriculture policy, the state government would follow suit with the formulation of a new agriculture policy. 
The new policy is meant for the development of the farmers of the state. 
Stating that about 8 lakh grafts have been prepared at several farmyards in the current fiscal, the minister said that his department has distributed two lakh kits to the farmers last year to encourage cereal production in the state. 
He also said that the state government has decided to set up a bio-technology centre for conducting tissue culture. 
Besides, arrangements have also been made to provide financial assistance to those whose cattle have died due to freak mishap such as lightening, Nayak informed.

Sugar consumption likely to come down

While India continues to be the highest user of sugar in the world, its consumption would come down to 4.7 percent in 2004-05. 
Similarly, sugar output in China is estimated to come down to 5.3 percent in the current fiscal. 
While total production of sugar in the world stood at 143.2 lakh MT in 2003-04, it is expected to  go up by an additional 1.6 lakh MT in 2004-05 ( The Samaj)

Over 1500 officials booked by State Vigilance

The State Vigilance has filed 3549 cases against over 1500 officials within a span of 15 years from 1990-to 2004. 
Sources in the Vigilance department said that a total of 797 officials of Class-I rank, 712 officials Class-II rank and 2939 employees of Class-III ranks have been booked so far. 
Besides, the anti-corruption wing has also registered cases against 95 Class-IV employees, 879 individuals and 537 other employees. 
However, no action has been initiated against any of them till date, the sources added. (The Samaj)

Orissa still tops in BPL chart

Basing on the statistics obtained from the Planning Commission and other agencies, the Orissa government has come up with its recent Economic Survey Report that depicts a dismal scenario of the state’s economy. 
The reports states that Orissa stands top in terms of poverty with a majority of the state’s population living below poverty line (BPL). Goa stands at the bottom with the least number of its population under the BPL list. 
According to the survey report, 47.2 percent population of Orissa is under BPL followed by Bihar with 42.6 percent. 
However, the BPL percentage in Goa, Haryana, Himachal Pradesh, Jammu and Kashmir, Punjab, Andhra Pradesh, Gujarat, Karnataka, Kerala, Mizoram and Rajasthan hovers within 10 to 20, the report states. (The Samaj)

This  lucidly written book enables several contract labourers to claim their rightful wages from their respective contractors after clearly understanding the wage rate structure that has been clearly defined.

2.  Panchayati raj Byabastha (Panchayati raj system)
